Within 48-72  hours results will be faxed to the Building Administrator/Designee 
who will then contact the parent/guardian and inform them of the results.  If results 
are positive, the parent/guardian must schedule an appointment for an 
assessment/evaluation with our LCSW clinician, Ms. Ada Gonzalez-Delgado at 
551-427-7608.  
 

Failure to comply, receiving a positive diagnosis, being in possession of a 
controlled dangerous substance, refusal, paraphernalia, sale/distribution or 
counterfeit controlled substance will require an assessment/evaluation.  
Consequences for non-compliance will result in exclusion from school. In cases 
of possession or sale/ distribution Building Administrator/Designee must also 
contact Paterson Police Department (973-321-1111) obtain officer’s name, badge 
number, case number and school personnel administrator must contact Laurel 
Olson with this information at 973-321-0694.
